README – OvertoneSinging

OvertoneSinging is a vst plug-in conceived to produce the overtone singing, which is a traditionnal singing technique from Siberia, Mongolia. 

1. To compile the plug-in you need to copy the code in the online Faust editor at the address https://faustide.grame.fr/ and compile the code using the yellow truck button and selecting the plateform you need for the plug-in. For instance you’ll want to select « osx » and then « vst » to create the plug-in. 

2. To use this vst you first need to record a musical phrase with your voice, singing a C2. It must be as precise as it can because the harmonics are based on the accuracy of the audio file. To help you you can play a C2 and record your voice while hearing the note on your headphones.
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3. Then you can use OvertoneSinging as a vst to create a the kind of sing you want. 
You can choose to reproduce the deep throat singing without boosting any harmonics or you can choose to add harmonics and boost them depending on the vowel you sing.
